Everyone will have opportunities to express their hopes for its future, 

their faith, conflicts they deal with, how they see themselves in the role of future leaders, and 

the part they play in securing our continued growth as faith communities. 

As for the logistics of getting the group on its feet, they are considering days and times for meeting. Considerations are be-

ing given for meeting twice a month, on a Wednesday evening and/or Saturday afternoon.  For now, the group will usually meet at 

Epiphany.  A blog is being planned to communicate with members, and they will utilize the blog to attract new members.  They will 

also be using a link on Epiphany’s website to provide information.  They are working on getting an e-mail list together in order to 

reach potential members.

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WHAT A DIFFERENCE GIVING A PRAYER BLANKET CAN MAKE!

                              A little over two years ago I sent an Epiphany Prayer Blanket to my Dad in Minnesota.  He was a Hospice 
patient living with terminal pancreatic cancer.  The blanket touched him deeply!  He told my sister to send Epiphany one of 
his checks to buy material so more people would get blankets. 
             Dad’s Hospice nurse was also deeply touched by the power of prayers from strangers and the strength that the blan-
ket brought.  She took the idea to her parish of St. John’s Catholic Church in Rochester, MN, across the street from the Mayo 
Clinic.  The ministry continues to do great things there. 
             But what I will always remember about Dad’s prayer blanket is what it did for me, the sender.  In the eight months 
Dad struggled with cancer I made the 750 mile trip home as often as possible.  On my final trip home, he was close to death 
and often not conscious to those of us in his room.  The night before he died, I broke down and could not stop crying, watch-
ing him as he slept.  I reached over and took the blanket from his bed, where it had been for weeks, and covered my shoul-
ders in a prayer blanket hug.  At that moment I visualized all those Sundays when Fr. Bill blessed the blankets and my fellow 
parishioners extended their hands in blessing.  So far from home, I was instantly surrounded by my faith family!  The grace 
of their prayers calmed me and I experienced, “the peace that surpasses all understanding.”  My family and I were sustained, 
comforted and supported as we walked Dad to Heaven’s gate and said goodbye.  He died the very next afternoon. 
             Today Dad’s blanket is draped over the chair in my bedroom as a reminder of the difference one prayer blanket 
makes… sometimes even to the one who delivers it. 
             God bless each and every one of you who are a part of Epiphany’s beautiful prayer blanket ministry.  You all are 
ministering angels and God’s messengers of peace!

This year’s 
remaining deadlines are:  April 5th for the May issue, June 5th for the July issue, August 5th for the September issue, and Oc-
tober 5th for the November issue.

People have asked me many times 
my feelings about my journey and every time I grin and say, “it is incredible the feeling and reassurance I get everyday 
now,” and then I do not know where to begin.  How do you describe faith and God’s faith and love in you?  Now, every 
time I seem to have more and more reasons how I can describe it and those reasons make my love and faith continue to 
bloom.
