May Council meeting with the following recommendations:

Support an expansion of the existing Worship Center and gathering areas, ahdfeldd@Learning Center which
will enable the Epiphany community to continue our commitment to meaningfahipofifelong learning, and social

justice.

Approve the proposed footprint, and retain Bayus Evola to prepare required dactonerfinal design to be submitted
to PPC, the Epiphany community and archdiocese for final acceptance.
