PSALM 25:   “SHOW ME YOUR WAY, O LORD. TEACH ME YOUR PATH.”

          “I’m goin’ out to round up some of my buddies and make them come in here and walk this thing. It’s the most calm 
I’ve been since I come here five years ago.” These were the words spoken by an inmate after walking Epiphany’s portable 
canvas labyrinth at Luther Luckett Correctional Institute as part of the Prison Ministry.  Heartfelt, individual and unique 
comments after walking the labyrinth are not at all unusual. The labyrinth is a path for prayer, which seems to open walkers 
to different experiences. “The labyrinth has the ability to produce a direct experience that thwarts analysis,” writes Robert 
Ferre. 

           This prayer in motion or “walking meditation”, with roots in antiquity, was installed in a number of cathedrals in 
Europe during the Middle Ages as both a symbolic journey to Jerusalem and to the walker’s interior.  The Epiphany laby-
rinth is a Chartres design, the design originally found in the Cathedral of Chartres, France. Epiphany’s labyrinth ministry 
began in 1999 and is a subcommittee of the Worship committee.  We have shared this ministry of prayer with our commu-
nity and taken it to the wider ecumenical community.  Over 5,000 people from a variety of Christian faiths have walked our 
canvas labyrinth. So we excitedly look forward to the construction of a permanent, handicapped accessible, and paver laby-
rinth this fall, and it will be located in the area between the Chapel Garden and the parking lot.  Approved by the Parish Pas-
toral Council through the Executive Committee, this project will be financed primarily with a portion of funds from excess 
reserves.  Donations of site preparation, installation and hours of volunteer labor will add to our resources.

JUSTICE WALK

When I was asked to think about joining a program called Justice Walking, I thought, sure it’ll be fun.  

It was fun, but I had no idea of the challenges and the feeling of fulfillment that would lie around the corner. 

Justice Walking is a nine-month program that challenges youth to truly immerse themselves in the world around 

them and follow Jesus’ Gospel path.  

 Justice Walking challenged me to completely change the way I live my life: from the foods  I eat; to the 

places I go; to how I get there.  Each month of the program had a theme that presented several challenges and 

spiritual practices for us to try out.  For example, one month’s theme involved looking at how much we eat daily, 

and to compare it to what people who go hungry eat on any given day. The challenge entailed giving up one type of food  we really liked, 

so I chose to give up meat.  Even though this was a truly difficult task for me, I got through it, and it was eye opening. Because I am a 

very picky eater, it was hard for me to find something else that I liked to eat until I realized that in other parts of the world, they don’t 

have many choices, much less anything to eat at all.   

 One spiritual practice I really got into was journaling. I have kept a journal on many retreats, but I never really got into it on a 

daily basis.  We were challenged to do it every day to reflect on our experiences with this program. It became a habit for me and I found 

journaling not only centers me but also puts me at peace.  Now I start almost every day with journaling. 

 Justice Walking wasn’t always easy, but it was worth it in the end.  It changed the way I live my daily life, and made me aware 

of the world around me.  It challenged me to do radical things many people today just wouldn’t understand. When asked why I Justice 

Walk, I simply respond, “Because I care.”

Championship. 

Joe would say his expertise is taking 12–16 year old youth players and molding them into individuals who love and respect the 

game of soccer.
