Embalming is not always required. You are not required to have embalming if you
choose direct cremation or immediate burial.

Consult a friend or family member. It might be a good idea to take along a friend or
relative when you visit the funeral home.

Require all proposed plans and purchases to be put in writing.

Carefully read contracts and purchasing agreements before signing.
