Epiphanite, Stacey Hallahan, is a 12-year breast cancer survivor.
Since diagnosis, she has volunteered for Susan G. Komen for the
Cure, serving as its president for the past 5 years. Stacey was only in
her 30’s when diagnosed. Only last year did she test positive for the
BRCA 2 gene mutation, meaning her breast cancer was genetic. And,
although her mother also had breast cancer 5 years ago, in Stacey’s
case, her father was the carrier.

On September 12, at the Susan G. Komen Pink Tie Ball, Stacey was presented with the Komen “Promise of
One” Award. The Promise of One Award is presented to a volunteer that exhibits outstanding leadership and
provides exceptional service to the breast health need of their local community as well as for their commitment,
dedication and unwavering support of Susan G. Komen for the Cure and its vision of: a world without breast can-
cer. Stacey is supported in her efforts by husband, Dan, and sons, Corey and Jackson, who were only 4 and 1
when Stacey was diagnosed.

There is a story behind the name of the Promise of One Award. In 1982, Ko-
men founder Nancy G. Brinker, promised her dying sister, Susan G. Komen,
she would do everything in her power to end breast cancer. Today, Komen for
the Cure is the world’s largest grassroots network of breast cancer survivors
and activists fighting to save lives, empower people, ensure quality care for all
and energize science to find the cures. Through events like the Race for the
Cure, Komen has invested $1.2 billion to fulfill this promise.

Louisville’s “Race for the Cure” was Saturday, October 10. The local race gen-
erates over one-half million dollars every year. Up to 75% of monies raised
stay locally to fund breast health programs in the areas of education, screening and treatment.

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This book tells how one man
sought to reconcile his religious
faith with the study of evolution.
Pierre Teilhard de Chardin was a Frenchman who
was born into a very religious and aristocratic
French family and became a Jesuit priest. Pos-
sessed of brilliance, charm and wit and with cre-
dentials in philosophy, theology, geology, and pale-
ontology, his Jesuit superiors worried because he
questioned the doctrine of original sin and sup-
ported Darwin’'s Theory of Evolution. They feared
the Vatican would censure, even excommunicate
him. Supported by scholarly papers and personal
work in his fields of study, he was prominent and
popular. They sent him to Peking, now Beijing,
China, so remote in 1923, that they hoped he
wouldn't attract attention. By chance or design,
soon after, a sensational discovery was made very
near Peking:

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A cave containing bones and
tools of apes or men—
possibly a missing link. Teil-
hard had connected with a group of scientists from
China and Europe, teaching and exploring there.
After visiting this site and others, Teilhard proposed
his own theory encompassing faith, physics, and
anthropology. He believed it agreed with sacred
scripture but his superiors denied him permission
to publish or lecture on his findings. With the out-
break of WWII, the Japanese overwhelmed China.
The fossils were crated to be sent to the U.S. but
somehow disappeared and have never been found.
Casts of the findings remain, but the originals are
still missing. Teilhard escaped to the U. S. and died
there in 1955 at the age of 74. Reminiscent of Gali-
leo, he remained faithful to his vows and his con-
victions to the end.
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
